RESOLUTION – PISGAH SEWER PROJECT

WHEREAS, the Town of Tazewell is supportive of the development of the Pisgah, 
Virginia Sewer Project, which will serve Historic Crab Orchard Museum, the Farm Heritage 
Center and the Pisgah Store; and  
 


WHEREAS, the Town of Tazewell is working closely with Historic Crab Orchard 
Museum to plan and devise a sewer connection between the Pisgah site and the Town of 
Tazewell Sewage Treatment Plant one mile away.  We are committed, along with the other 
Tazewell County towns, to assisting the County with installation of the connection; and  
 


WHEREAS, the County of Tazewell, Virginia will initiate the effort, coordinate town 
resources and assist with labor and equipment to install the connection.  The County will also 
work with the towns to determine needed materials and permits and devise ways to procure or 
purchase them.

Councilmember Blankenship questioned the progress on the North Tazewell water tanks. 
 
Manager Wood stated he was working with the Tazewell County Public Service Authority to 
concerning variable work with the speed pumps at the Water Plant.  Approval from the Health 
Department will be approximately be 30 to 45 days. 
 
REPORT ON HOUSE NUMBERING    
 
Manger Wood reported he had met with Ervin Earnest with Tazewell County 911.  He was 
advised by Mr. Earnest that Tazewell County has received $385,000 for house numbering for 
Tazewell County and Towns.  The County will be hiring a consultant to complete the house 
numbering with anticipated completion for the Town by December 2009. 
 
Councilmember Blankenship stated the Town should continue with completing the house 
number for the 90% of the town residents.   He asked, “if the Town waits on the County will they 
just work on the Town house numbering before working on the County house numbering?” 
 
Manager Wood stated he did not know, but he would try to find some answers.  
 
REPORT ON SCHOOL RESOURCE OFFICERS 
 
Manager Wood advised the Town has received grant for two (2) school resource officers for 
Tazewell County Career and Technical Center and Tazewell Middle School. 
 
TAZEWELL COUNTY DRUG TASK FORCE – COMMONWEALTH ATTORNEY 
DENNIS LEE   
 
Commonwealth Attorney Dennis Lee came before Council thanking them for their support in the 
Tazewell County Drug Task Force.  In return for their support he presented the Town with a 
check in the amount of $18,504.90 funds.  Funds are divided equally between all members of the 
Tazewell County Drug Task Force. 
 
ORDINANCE ADOPTING PROVISIONS OF THE CODE OF VIRGINIA ORDINANCE  
 
BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the Town of Tazewell, Virginia, that Section 12-1, 
Adoption of State Law of Article I, of Chapter 12, Motor Vehicles and Traffic, be, and the same 
hereby is, amended as follows: 







 
Section 12-1 - Adoption of State Law Pursuant to the authority of S46.2-1313 of the Code of 
Virginia of 1950, as amended, all of the provisions and requirements of the laws of the 
Commonwealth of Virginia contained in Title 46.2 and in Article 2 (S18.2-266, et seq.) of  
Chapter 7 of Title 18.2 of the Code of Virginia of 1950, as amended, except those provisions and 
requirements, the violation of which constitute a felony, are hereby adopted and incorporated in 
this Chapter and made applicable within the Town of  Tazewell.  References to “Highway of the 
State” contained in such provisions and requirements hereby adopted shall be deemed to refer to 
the streets, highways and other public ways within the Town.  Such provisions and requirements 
are hereby adopted, mutatis mutandis, and made a part of this Chapter as fully as though set forth 
at length herein, and it shall be unlawful for any person, within the Town of Tazewell, to violate 
or fail neglect or refuse to comply with any provision of Title 46.2, or of Article 2 of Chapter 7 
of Title 18.2 of the Code of Virginia which is adopted by this Section; and the  
 
Council of the Town of Tazewell does hereby adopt and impose the same penalties for the 
violation of any provision or requirement hereby adopted as in imposed for a similar offense 
under Title 46.2, or under Article 2 of Chapter 7 of Title 18.2 of the Code of Virginia of 1950, as 
amended, subject only to any limitation of the Charter of the Town of Tazewell. 
 
An emergency exists and this Ordinance shall be in effect from the date of its passage.

David Altizer addressed his concerns regarding the rezoning.  He presented pictures showing the 
lot in question.   
 
Concerns: #1 Business would be right in his back door and property has always been zoned 


residential.

increased traffic, environmental issues (presented picture of wetlands on this lot), 
sink holes & caves on lot, deeded easement through field for drainage (above 
ground & below) (presented picture of drain line that runs across property), 
excavation - limestone runs through this lot, his property, and several other 







neighbors (presented picture).  Stated he would like to see this lot remain 
residential.  With no further comments Mayor Harry closed the Public Hearing. 


 
(6:45 p.m.) A joint public hearing was held with the Planning Commission to receive public 
comment on a request to rezone property at Fincastle Turnpike from a current R-1 (residential) to 
B-1 (business). 
 
Mayor Harry read the Public Notice that was advertised in the local newspaper.

He would like them to consider what they have done in the 
past and what they can offer to the community.

Nancy Turner stated her concern of increased traffic on Fincastle. 
 
Lindsey Harman stated his concern of increased traffic on Fincastle and water drainage from the 
lot after it is paved.  He questioned Mr. Nickels if he had investigated the drainage problem.  Mr. 
Nickels stated he had talked with a company that handles this.  He also stated commercial 
property is thoroughly inspected regarding drainage before a project is started.  Manager Wood 
agreed with Mr. Nickels and also stated to Mr. Harman that any entrance or driveway would 
have to be brought before the planning commission for approval.  Mr. Harman stated he is not 
completely in opposition, but would like it to be done correctly.
