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Spring Clean Up Month

can come into the office and pick up 5 free trash bags for clean up month. Also, during this
month, customers are able to set out extra items for garbage collection on their regular scheduled
garbage day (example: carpet, extra bags of garbage, etc.) and the items will be picked up free of
charge. The usual charge for an extra pick up is $34.00. We are unable to pick up items such as
tires, paint, hazardous material, etc.

DMV Stop

The Town of Tazewell will be placing DMV Stops on accounts that still have a balance on the
personal property taxes. Taxes were due on December 5". If a DMV Stop is placed on an
account, there will be an extra charge of $20.00. If there is a stop placed on an account that
customer will be unable to renew tags, driver’s license, etc. at the DMV until their personal
property taxes are paid at the town.

If you are concerned about your water lines and water damage to
your property, contact your home insurance company.
